Long abstracts should be prepared according to the present instructions. The work should be submitted electronically via e-mail not later than  1 July 2010. 

TYPING, LENGTH AND ORGANIZATION OF LONG ABSTRACT
organisation
The abstract should include an Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion and Conclusions if possible to make it easy to read. 

Length

The maximum  length of the abstract, including figures and tables, is about 2 - 4 camera ready pages or not more than 1500 words. The file size must not exceed 2 MB. Please limit your pages by writing concisely and NOT by reducing the figures to a size at which their labels will be difficult to read.

Typing

Type or print your manuscript preferably in A4. The text must be arranged in in two columns, spaced of 8 mm and left and right margins of 25mm and 20mm each. Do not leave extra margins. Do not print any box margin outside the text.

Type the text single-spaced, justified. Times Roman (or an equivalent typeface) is preferred. A typeface of 10 point should be used. 

Indent first line of each paragraph 4 mm, and do not leave extra space between paragraphs.

If possible, equalise columns on last page.

EQUATIONS, UNITS AND NOMENCLATURE

(l)
Equations must be typed. Allow one line of space above and below. Number displayed equations consecutively from Eq. (1) to the end of the paper. As shown in Eq. (1), enclose equations numbers in round parentheses and place them flush-right in the column.

When referring to an equation in the text write "Eq.(1)", except at beginning of a sentence, where "Equation (1)" should be used.

(2)
All the symbols used in the text must be explained. Do not use the same symbol for two or more different meanings or definitions; similarly, do not use more than one symbol for one variable/parameter. Each dimensional symbol must have SI units mentioned at the end. All dimensionless groups and coefficients must be indicated as dimensionless after their definitions. All Latin symbols (dimensional and dimensionless) should be listed in an alphabetic order. All Greek symbols follow the Latin symbols. Subscripts and superscripts follow Greek symbols, and should be identified by a minor heading. Symbols should be italicized throughout the text.

TABLES AND FIGURES

(l)
Brief and descriptively title each table and caption each figure. Place table title above the table; place figure caption below the figure. Text and symbols must be clearly readable, avoid small symbols and account for the size reduction operated by the publisher (see Final Size above).

Refer to each table and figure in the text. If possible, place tables and figures in the order mentioned in the text, at top or bottom of the page, as close as possible to text reference.

(3)
Allow one line of space between the table title and the table (or between the figure and its caption). Allow two lines of space between the table or figure and the adjacent text above and below.

(4)
In general, tables and figures should not repeat data available elsewhere in the paper.

(5) Number figure and tables separately, e.g. Figure 1, Figure 2, Table 1, Table 2. Examples:

Figure 1. The caption of the figure.

Table 1. The caption of the table.

Please bear in mind that the proceedings are produced in black and white only, particularly where using graphs or bar charts.  A worthwhile tip if the original figure is produced in colour is to produce a photocopy and check whether it is still clear.

REFERENCES

References to cited literature should be identified in the text in square brackets and grouped at the end of the paper in numerical order of appearance. References should be styled and punctuated according to the following examples: journal article [1], book [2], thesis [3], report [4], proceedings [5], and edited book [6].

FINAL CHECKS

In the following, some advices are given for the final check on your manuscript, in order to avoid the most common sources of errors.

1. Check the numbering sequence of headings, if any: this is a very frequent source of misprints.

2. Check the remaining numbering sequences: references, equations, tables and figures.

3. Cross-check the references in the text to references, figures, tables and equations.
